A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF BONNER SPRINGS, KANSAS, ORDERING THE ABATEMENT OF UNLAWFUL CONDITIONS EXISTING AT BLOCK 6, LOT 37 TO LOT 41, OF THE SARATOGA PARK SUBDIVISION, BONNER SPRINGS, KANSAS, IS IN VIOLATION OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF BONNER SPRINGS, KS. 2014, CHAPTER XI, ARTILCLE 4: EXTERIOR PROPERTY MAINTENANCE.
[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, pursuant to the Code of the City of Bonner Springs, Kansas, Ch. XI, Section 11-201, the Code Official of the City of Bonner Springs, Kansas on the 27th day of January, 2020, filed with Governing Body of the City, a statement in writing that a property located within the city is unsightly and containing hazardous conditions, so as to constitute a nuisance, as defined by Chapter XI, Section 11-410 of the Code of the City of Bonner Springs, KS. 2014; and 
WHEREAS, the Governing Body adopted, on the 27th day of January, 2020, an Order of Violation finding a nuisance existed on the described property and caused the Order of Violation to be served upon the owner, Linda M. Castle, by certified mail, but the nuisance has not been abated. 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF BONNER SPRINGS, KANSAS, THAT: 
The residential property at 13631 Lawrence Avenue, Bonner Springs, Kansas and legally described as: All of Block 6, Lot 37 to 41, of the Saratoga Subdivision, Bonner Springs, KS, is of a quality and appearance not commensurate with the character of the neighborhood. The governing body directs that the nuisance be abated and made safe and sanitary. 
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the owner fails to abate the nuisance and make the property safe and sanitary within ten (10) days after passage of this Resolution, then the Code Official may take such further action as he deems necessary to abate the nuisance without further notice to the owner or other parties in interest pursuant to Code of the City of Bonner Springs, Kansas, Chapter XI, Section 11-205. 
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the owner has been given notice of the following Appeal process outlined in the Code of the City of Bonner springs, Kansas, Chapter XI, Section 11-206:
Any person directly affected by a decision of the code Official or a notice or order issued under this Code shall have the right to appeal to the Governing Body.  Such request for an appeal shall be made in writing to the City Clerk within ten (10) days from the mailing of the notice.  Failure to make a timely request for an appeal shall constitute a waiver of the person’s right to contest the findings off the Code Official before the Governing Body.  A hearing on the appeal shall be held by the Governing body as soon as possible after the filing of the request and the person shall be advised by the City of the time and place of the hearing at least five (5) days in advance thereof.  At any such hearing, the person may be represented by counsel, and the person and the City may introduce such witnesses and evidence as is deemed necessary and proper by the Governing Body.  The hearing need not be conducted according to the formal rules of evidence.  Upon conclusion of the appeal hearing, the Governing Body shall record its determination of the matter by adoption of a resolution and serving the resolution upon the person in the matter provided in Section 11-205.  Any person affected by any determination of the Governing Body under Sections 11-205 or 11-206 may appeal such determination in the manner provided by K.S.A. 60-2101.
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that in the event the City of Bonner Springs abates the nuisance and if the owner shall fail to pay the costs of abatement, the costs may be assessed as a special assessment and charged against the property as provided in Chapter XI, Section 11-207 of the Code of the City of Bonner Springs, KS 2014. 
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk shall cause this Resolution to be served upon Linda M. Castle personally or by certified mail, return receipt requested. 
This Resolution is Adopted by the City Council of the City of Bonner Springs and Signed by the Mayor on January 27, 2020.
