118" STREET WATER MAIN EXTENSION & WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT
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THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 7% day of Cnug: . 2002,
by and between the Board of Public Utilities of Kansas City, Kansas hereirfreferred to 4s the

“Board” and the City of Bonner Springs, Kansas, herein referred to as the “City”.

The parties agree as follows:

I The Board will provide in-kind design and inspection engineering services for the
construction of a water main extension on 118", from Riverview south a distance of
approximately 5,200 feet.

2. The City will bid the construction of the water main, following completion of the
design by the Board of Public Utilities.

3. Payment for the construction of the water main will be by benefit district with the
costs born by the Property Owners and City per the attached Exhibits A — Resolution
2001-24 and Exhibit B - Estimate of Total Project Costs.

4. The Board will provide water to the City to serve the customers on 118" through a
single Master Meter. Charges for the water usage shall be the BPU’s current outside
city rate.

i 5. This agreement shall expire twelve months from the date of execution. The

agreement is for an interim term to allow sufficient time for the City and the Board to
finalize an agreement to cover all BPU wholesale water connections.

RESOLUTION NO. 2001-24

A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THE ADVISABILITY OF THE
MAKING OF A CERTAIN INTERNAL IMPROVEMENT IN THE
CITY OF BONNER SPRINGS, KANSAS, AND AUTHORIZING AND
PROVIDING FOR THE MAKING OF THE IMPROVEMENT IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE FINDINGS OF THE GOVERNING
BODY AND K.S.A. 12-6a01 ET SEQ.

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-6a02 authorizes the governing body of any city to make or cause to be
made municipal works or improvements which confer a special benefit upon property within a definable
area of the city and to levy and collect special assessments upon property in the area deemed by the
governing body to be benefitted by such improvements for special benefits conferred upon such property
by any such improvements and to provide for the payment of all or any part of the costs of the
improvements with the proceeds of such special assessments; and

WHEREAS, a petition, executed by a sufficient number of the owners of property within the
proposed improvement district, has been filed with the City Clerk of the city of Bonner Springs, Kansas
(the “City”), requesting certain improvements be made in accordance with K.S.A. 12-6a01 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-6a04(2) provides that upon receipt of a petition filed with the City Clerk in
accordance with K.S.A. 12-6a04(2), the governing body of the City may (a) make findings by resolution
as to the advisability of the improvements requested in the petition, the nature of the improvements, the
estimated cost, the boundaries of the improvement district, the method of assessment and apportionment
of cost, if any, between the improvement district and the city-at-large and (b) order the improvements
without notice or public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the governing body finds it necessary to make its final findings by resolution as to the

advisability of the proposed improvements and finds and determines it necessary to authorize the
improvements;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
BONNER SPRINGS, KANSAS:

SECTION 1. The governing body finds and finally determines that:
(a) Itis advisable to make the following improvements:

Construction of an Eight (8) Inch DIP Water Main on 118" Street from Riverview south
approximately 5,200 Linear Feet and all related appurtenances thereto.

(b) The estimated or probable cost of such improvements is $284,881.
(c) The improvement district in the City to be assessed for the cost of the improvements is:
The area set forth in Exhibit A attached to this Resolution.

(d) The method of assessment is per front foot basis against all the tracts, parcels and lots within
the benefit district.



(¢) The apportionment of the cost of the improvements between the improvement district;

32.3% to be paid by the city-at-large and 67.7% to be assessed against the improvement
district.

_ SECTION 2. The improvements are authorized and ordered to be made in accordance with the
findings of the governing body as set forth in Section 1 of this resolution. General obligation bonds or
notes are authorized to be issued in an aggregate amount not exceeding the estimated cost of the
improvements plus 10% and the proceeds from such notes or bonds may be used to reimburse
expenditures made by the City 60 days before and during the time after the date of this resolution in
accordance with United States Treasury Regulation 1.150-2.

SECTION 3. This resolution shall be published one time in the official City newspaper, and
shall also be filed of record in the office of the Register of Deeds of Wyandotte County, Kansas. This
resolution shall be effective upon receipt of the City Clerk of a revised petition, with sufficient signatures,
indicating the improvements are to be constructed with DIP rather than PVC and an executed wholesale
water supply contract between the City and the Board of Public Utilities.
